Your Directors take pleasure in presenting the 6th Annual Report with the audited financial statement of accounts for the year
ended March 31, 2023. The summarised financial results of the Company are given hereunder:

The decrease in profit is primarily due to higher employee cost for investment in people in order to support future growth.
Dividend

Your Directors are pleased to recommend a dividend of I4.75 per share (47.50% on the face value of ¥10/- per share) for the year
ended March 31, 2023.

Company Performance
PMS

The average assets under discretionary Portfolio Management Services and advisory segments down marginally by 3% from 2,878
cr. to ¥2,798 cr. for the financial year 2022-23.

AIF

As of March 31, 2023 your Company manages 4 Category Ill and 3 Category Il AIF funds with average assets under management
0f 1,983 cr. (previous year: 31,455 cr. as of March 31, 2022).

Under Category I, your Company launched a new credit fund called Emerging Corporate Credit Opportunities Fund (ECCOF1), a
close-ended fund during Q2 FY 2023 which garnered commitments of ~3 536 cr. as of date. This fund is open for subscription to
investors while being in the investment phase and the team is actively evaluating deals and building the pipeline. Further, in the
high yield secured Real Estate Fund Series Ill, your company raised additional commitments of ¥276 cr. during FY 2023.

Sundaram Alternative Opportunities Fund — High Yield Secured Debt Fund - | matured in October 2022 and the fund had returned
133% to its investors in the form of interest and capital repayments.

Under Category I, your Company launched ATLAS II, a multi cap close-ended fund in December 2022 and raised a commitment
of 75 cr. The fund is being marketed to prospective investors. Further, during the year, your Company raised additional
commitments of ¥253 cr., under Atlas I, a multi cap open-ended Category Il AIF which was launched in February 2022.

Industry

The total AUM of the portfolio management industry under discretionary and advisory services was ¥4.91 trillion as of March 31,
2023.

Under Category Il AIF, as against commitments of ¥0.81 trillion, ¥0.71 trillion have been raised and invested as of March 31, 2023.

Under Category Il AIF, as against commitments of ¥6.94 trillion, %2.66 trillion have been raised and ¥2.43 trillion was invested as
of March 31, 2023.

Investors and Distributors

Your Company has 2,746 investors under its PMS business and 1,226 investors under its AIF business as of March 31, 2023.
Your Company has over 482 empanelled distributors. The company supports its investors and distributors across 72 locations.
Regulations

During FY 2023, Securities and Exchange Board of India inter alia made the following critical changes under SEBI PMS and AIF
Regulations:

e The tenure of close ended schemes of AIF has to be calculated from the date of declaration of First Close as against Final Close.
e Assets and liabilities, bank and securities accounts of each scheme must be segregated and ringfenced.

e Introduction of limits on investment in securities of associates / related parties of Portfolio Managers, mandating prior consent
of investors for such investments and suitable disclosures in the client reporting and in the Disclosure Document.

e Portfolio Managers shall have a Board approved policy for management of client funds and securities and Portfolio Managers
with AUM of 1000 cr. or more under discretionary and non-discretionary services shall have in place an automated system
for ensuring effective funds and securities management effective from 1st April 2023.

e Performance Benchmarking and Reporting of Performance by Portfolio Managers effective from 1st April 2023 - Portfolio
Manager shall select one out of three benchmarks prescribed by Association of Portfolio Managers in India (APMI) for each
Strategy to enable the investor to evaluate relative performance of the Portfolio Managers. In addition to the Time-weighted
Rate of Return (‘TWRR’) of the Investment Approach (IA) along with the trailing return of the selected benchmark, Portfolio
Manager shall present the Extended Internal Rate of Return (‘XIRR’) for each IA the investor invests in when reporting
performance to an investor. Further, Portfolio Manager shall disclose performance relative to other Portfolio Managers within
the selected Strategy.

Your directors welcome the steps taken by the Regulator as these measures are taken in the interest of greater transparency,
accountability and investor protection.

Equity

Indian equities witnessed a correction, starting the Jun'22 quarter largely on the back of aggressive rate hikes from global central
banks that the RBI also had to tag. The Sep'22 and Dec'22 quarters witnessed a pickup on the back of easing inflation, macro
strength and earnings growth holding up. The Mar'23 quarter however witnessed a market correction, as global headwinds around
financial stability dominated market narratives; taking large cap indices close to where they started the fiscal.

On the macro front, global markets started with elevated inflation concerns that were addressed through sharp rate hike from
global central banks. This led to concerns around a global recession.

As a result, of the above, the narrow market (Sensex) recorded an annual return of 0.7%, with most of the return erosion taking
place in the Dec’22-Mar’23 period. The broad market (BSE500) delivered (2.3)%. The mid and small cap index returns stood at
(0.2)% and (4.5)% respectively.

India started the fiscal year 2022-23 with increasing strength in domestic macro variables and particular stress on the external
macro environment, especially due to elevated commodity prices. Domestic macro strength led to an increased phase of India-
differentiation during the Sep’22 and Dec’22 quarters. After $(17)bn of Fll outflows in the Jun’22 quarter, the rest of the year
attempted to recoup these outflows, ending FY24 with a net outflow of $(6)bn.
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India GDP growth normalised to an expected 7% y/y, from the post-COVID high growth rate of 9% seen during FY22. By the
Dec'22 quarter, all segments of GDP were seen to be well above pre-COVID levels. India inflation witnessed an appreciable pickup
to 6.7% in FY23 from 5.5% in FY22. While the increase was not indicative of run-away inflation, it was well above the RBI’s
inflation targeting upper band of 6%. And towards this, the RBI raised interest rates by 225bps in FY22, taking the Repo rate to
6.25%.

FY23 saw credit growth touch a multi-year high, a record high on India's UPI transactions, an appreciable bounce in credit card
spending alongside traction in e-commerce transactions. Railway freight and airline passenger traffic continued to improve,
alongside petrol sales, automobile, and two-wheeler sales. The festive demand saw improvement in vehicle registrations. Chip
dispatches increased and hotel room rates rose, hotel demand was seen in double digits and occupancies touched 2019 levels.
Towards the end of FY22, consumer sentiment witnessed a pickup, supply chains were seen back to pre-COVID levels and
agreements with 26 companies signed under the PLI scheme for specialty steel.

Into FY24, the centre projects a further drop in its fiscal deficit to 5.9%. The budget spends in the fiscal year 2023-24 have a strong
capex focus, likely to help domestic growth. GDP growth is expected to be in the range of 6-6.5% and inflation is expected to hover
around the 5.5% level for FY24. The sharp uptick in net services exports are expected help bring India’s current account deficit (CAD)
under control and ease pressure on the rupee.

As we move in to Q2 of 2023, there are leading indicators to suggest that inflation has clearly peaked. RBI pausing repo rate hikes
is a positive outcome. Most of the commodity prices have fallen significantly since inception of Ukraine war and remained stable
despite China opening up economy post Covid restrictions. India growth story continues; positive momentum in manufacturing and
government spending supported by tax collection can drive a superior growth in economy compared to other emerging economies.
Stable economic growth and falling inflation is an ideal situation for equities outperformance.

Credit

The Company focuses on credit strategies in the real estate and mid-market corporate credit markets. The Company’s real estate
credit focus is across key South Indian micro markets and SA's real estate credit funds have committed close to ¥ 2,000 cr. into deals
that have generated 18-20% returns. These target markets continue to perform well in the quarter ended March 2023, with a ~5%
Y-0-Y increase in sales while the launches showed a Y-0-Y increase of ~12%. The launches across South Indian micro-markets have
hit an all-time high in the last two years.

Sales, new launches and capital values are expected to stay steady over the next few quarters. While in-city location continues to
be a key bell-weather for micro market development, plotted and villa developments in the peripheral areas adjacent to key cities
continue to witness robust demand. Hence, most developers have launched plotted and villa developments to cash in on the
consumer interest. It is expected that this trend to continue over the next few months, especially in the markets of Bengaluru,
Hyderabad and Chennai.

The Investment Team remains cautious to closely watch for signs of demand volatility, pressure on price points, overall demand-
supply scenarios, and customer sentiments in the wake of rate hikes, job losses and the slowdown in Western economies, especially
the impact on the IT / ITES sectors.

With the closure of RE Fund I, the churning and harvesting of RE Fund Il and the active deployment of RE Fund IlI, the Company
is looking to launch RE Fund IV during Q1 / Q2 FY 2024.

The ECCOFT1 corporate credit fund strategy revolves around providing financing to growing businesses which are unable to access
bank capital. This is estimated to be a 15,000 - 20,000 cr. annual credit demand. The ECCOF1 investment team is evaluating the
impact of the following trends and themes as it looks to actively build the Fund’s portfolio:

e Rising rates / tight monetary policy ecosystem

* Increase in global rates

e Improvement in corporate balance sheets

e India’s capex revival and growing corporate credit demand

The ECCOF1 investment team is seeing a large pipeline (close to ~% 4,000 cr. to date) and believes that this is a highly sustainable
strategy for the future.

Risk management

The Company has a well-established Enterprise Risk Management (ERM) framework. The core of the ERM framework consists of
internal risk control guidelines and policies, risk monitoring and control tools, risk reporting and exception handling mechanisms.

Internal Financial Controls

The Company has well-defined and adequate internal financial controls and procedures, commensurate with the size and nature
of its operations.
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Board of Directors / Key Managerial Personnel

The Board of Directors of the company is vested with general power of superintendence, direction and management of the affairs.
During the year ended March 31, 2023, seven Board Meetings were held.

Mr. Harsha Viji (holding DIN: 00602484) and Mr. Karthik Athreya (holding DIN: 01797014) retire by rotation and being eligible,
offer themselves for re-election. Necessary resolutions are submitted for your approval.

Consequent to the resignation of Mr R Vijayendiran as Chief Executive Officer in September 2022, your directors, based on the
recommendation of the Nomination and Remuneration Committee, appointed Mr Vikaas M Sachdeva as Managing Director for a
period of 5 years from 10th October 2022.

Your directors place on record their appreciation for the contribution made by Mr R Vijayendiran during his tenure as Director and
CEO of the Company.

Annual Evaluation by the Board

The Board has made a formal evaluation of its own performance and that of its committees and individual directors as required
under Section 134(3) (p) of the Companies Act, 2013.

e The Managing Director is appointed by the shareholders at a general meeting.

e The Company pays remuneration by way of salary, perquisites and allowances, performance bonus to its Key Managerial
Personnel based on the recommendation of Nomination and Remuneration Committee.

* The remuneration of other employees mainly consists of basic remuneration, perquisites, allowances and performance bonus.
The components of the total remuneration vary for different employee grades and are governed by industry patterns,
qualifications and experience of the employee, responsibilities handled by them, their individual performances, etc.

The committee has also approved the proposal of the management on remuneration to key managerial personnel and other
employees.

Corporate Social Responsibility Committee (CSR)

Corporate information

Sundaram Alternate Assets Limited (“SA” or “the Company”) is a public
limited company incorporated in India having its registered office at
No.21, Patullos Road, Chennai 600002 and is a wholly owned
subsidiary of Sundaram Asset Management Company Limited (SAMC)
that caters the Investment need of High Net-worth Individuals (HNIs),
Sundaram Portfolio Managers (SPM) and Alternate Investment Funds
(AIF) are the divisions under the SA umbrella.

Overall considerations

The financial statements have been prepared applying the significant
accounting policies and measurement bases explained below.

Basis of Preparation of Financial statements

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in
accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) as prescribed by
Ministry of Corporate Affairs under Companies (Indian Accounting
Standards) Rules, 2015 and Companies (Indian Accounting Standards)
Amended Rules 2016.

Preparation of financial statements, in conformity with generally
accepted accounting principles, requires the use of estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amount of assets and liabilities as
at the Balance Sheet date, reported amounts of revenues and expenses
during the period and disclosure of contingent liabilities as at that date.
The estimates and assumptions used in these financial statements are
based upon the management’s evaluation of the relevant facts and
circumstances as at the date of the financial statements.

The financial statements has been prepared under historical cost
convention on accrual basis, except for certain financial assets and
liabilities (as per the accounting policy stated below), which have been
measured at fair value.

Property, plant and equipment
Recognition and measurement

Items of property, plant and equipment are measured at cost, which
includes capitalized borrowing costs, less accumulated depreciation
and accumulated impairment losses, if any.

Cost of an item of property, plant and equipment comprises its purchase
price, including import duties and non-refundable purchase taxes, after
deducting trade discounts and rebates, any directly attributable cost of
bringing the item to its working condition for its intended use and
estimated costs of dismantling and removing the item and restoring the
site on which it is located.

If significant parts of an item of property, plant and equipment have
different useful lives, then they are accounted for as separate items
(major components) of property, plant and equipment.

Any gain or loss on disposal of an item of property, plant and
equipment is recognized in the Statement of Profit or Loss.
Subsequent expenditure

Subsequent expenditure is capitalized only if it is probable that the
future economic benefits associated with the expenditure will flow to
the Company.

Depreciation

Depreciation is calculated on cost of items of property, plant and
equipment less their estimated residual values over their estimated
useful lives using the written down value method and is recognized in
the Statement of Profit and Loss. Freehold land is not depreciated.

Depreciation method, useful lives and residual values are reviewed at
each financial year-end and adjusted if appropriate. Based on technical
evaluation and consequent advice, the management believes that its
estimates of useful lives as given above best represent the period over
which management expects to use these assets.

Depreciation on additions (disposals) is provided on a pro-rata basis
i.e. from (upto) the date on which asset is ready for use (disposed of).
Intangible assets

Initial recognition and measurement

Intangible assets acquired separately are stated at cost less accumulated
amortization and any accumulated impairment losses.

Subsequent expenditure

Subsequent expenditure is capitalized only when it increases the future
economic benefits embodied in the specific asset to which it relates. All
other expenditure, including expenditure on internally generated
goodwill and brands, is recognized in the Statement of Profit or Loss as
incurred.

Amortization

Amortization is calculated to write off the cost of intangible assets less
their estimated residual values over their estimated useful lives using the
straight-line method and is included in depreciation and amortization
in Statement of Profit and Loss.

The estimated useful lives of items of intangible assets for the current
and comparative periods are as follows:

Amortization method, useful lives and residual values are reviewed at
the end of each financial year and adjusted if appropriate.

Impairment

At each reporting date, the Company reviews the carrying amounts of
its assets (other than deferred tax assets) to determine whether there is
any indication of impairment. If any such indication exists, then the
asset’s recoverable amount is estimated.

For impairment testing, assets are grouped together into the smallest
group of assets that generates the cash inflows from continuing use that
are largely independent of the cash inflows of other assets or Cash
Generating Units (‘CGU’).

The recoverable amount of a CGU (or an individual asset) is the higher
of its value in use and its fair value less costs to sell. Value in use is
based on the estimated future cash flows, discounted to their present
value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market
assessments of time value of money and the risks specific to the CGU
(or the asset).

Where it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of the
individual asset, the Company estimates the recoverable amount of the
CGU to which the asset belongs.

An impairment loss is recognized if the carrying amount of an asset or
CGU exceeds its recoverable amount.

Impairment loss in respect of assets is reversed only to the extent that
the assets carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount that
would have been determined, net of depreciation or amortization, if
no impairment loss had been recognized in prior years. A reversal of
impairment loss is recognized immediately in the Statement of Profit or
Loss.

Financial instruments

A financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset
of one entity and a financial liability or equity instrument of another
entity.

Financial assets

At initial recognition, the Company measures a financial asset at its fair
value (in the case of a financial asset not recorded at fair value through
profit or loss) plus transaction cost that are directly attributable to the

acquisition of the financial asset. Transaction costs of financial assets
carried at fair value through profit or loss are expensed in profit or loss.

Trade receivables that do not contain a significant financing component
are measured at transaction price.

Subsequent measurement

Subsequent measurement depends on the entity’s business model for
managing the financial assets and the contractual terms of the cash
flow.

Based on the above criteria, the Company classifies its financial assets
in the following categories:

¢ Financial assets measured at amortized cost

e Financial assets measured at fair value through OCI (FVTOCI)

e Financial assets measured at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL)
i. Financial assets measured at amortized cost

A financial asset is measured at the amortized cost if both the following
conditions are met:

a) The Company’s business model objective for managing the financial
asset is to hold financial assets in order to collect contractual cash
flows, and

b) The contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified
dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest
on the principal amount outstanding.

ii. Financial assets measured at FVTOCI

A financial asset is measured at FVTOCI if both of the following
conditions are met:

a) The Company’s business model objective for managing the financial
asset is achieved both by collecting contractual cash flows and
selling the financial assets, and

b) The contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified
dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest
on the principal amount outstanding.

iii. Financial assets measured at FVTPL

A financial asset is measured at FVTPL unless it is measured at
amortized cost or at FVTOCI as explained above.

De-recognition of financial assets

A financial asset is derecognized when the Company has transferred
the rights to receive cash flows from the financial asset.

Impairment of financial assets

All financial assets are reviewed for impairment at least at each
reporting date to identify whether there is any evidence that a financial
asset or a group of financial assets is impaired. Different criteria to
determine impairment are applied for each category of financial assets.

For trade receivables, the Company applies the approach permitted by
Ind AS 109 Financial Instruments, which requires expected credit losses
to be recognized from initial recognition of the receivables.

Expected Credit Loss

ECL is the difference between all contractual cash flows that are due to
the Company in accordance with the contract and all the cash flows
that the entity expects to receive (i.e., all cash shortfalls), discounted at
the original effective interest rate.

Based on the past experience, the company has not considered ECL
impairment loss, as the receivables are from related parties and the
company does not foresee any credit loss in future as well.

Financial Liabilities

Initial Recognition, subsequent measurement and de-recognition of
financial liabilities

i) Initial Recognition

At initial recognition, the Company measures a financial liability at its
fair value (in the case of a financial liability not recorded at fair value

through profit or loss) plus transaction cost that are directly attributable
to the acquisition of the financial liability. Transaction costs of financial

liability carried at fair value through profit or loss are expensed in profit
or loss.

ii) Subsequent measurement

Financial liabilities are measured subsequently at amortized cost.

iii) De-recognition

A financial liability is de-recognized when the obligation under the
liability is discharged or cancelled or has expired.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents are short-term highly liquid investments that
are readily convertible into cash with original maturities of three
months or less. Cash and cash equivalents consist primarily of cash and
deposits with banks.

Revenue

Revenue is recognized when control of the goods or services are
transferred to the customer at an amount that reflects the consideration
to which the Company is entitled in exchange for those goods or
services, regardless of when the payment is being made. Revenue is
measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable,
taking into account contractually defined terms of payment.

Revenue from Services:

Portfolio Management, Alternate Investment Fund and Advisory
Services:

The Company provides portfolio management services, Alternate
investment fund and advisory services to its clients wherein a separate
agreement is entered into with each client. The Company earns
management fees which is generally charged as a percent of the Assets
Under Management (AUM) and is recognized on accrual basis.

The Company, in certain instances also has a right to charge
performance fee to the clients if the portfolio achieves a particular level
of performance as mentioned in the agreement with the client.

Other income:

Income from interest on deposits and interest-bearing securities is
recognized on a time proportion basis taking into account the amount
outstanding and the effective interest rates.

Dividends are recognized in the Statement of Profit or Loss only when
the right to receive the payment is established.

Employee benefits
Short-term employee benefits

Short-term employee benefit obligations are measured on an
undiscounted basis and are expensed as the related service is provided.
A liability is recognized for the amount expected to be paid e.g., under
short-term cash bonus, if the Company has a present legal or
constructive obligation to pay this amount as a result of past service
provided by the employee, and the amount of obligation can be
estimated reliably.

Defined contribution plans

A defined contribution plan is a post-employment benefit plan under
which an entity pays fixed contributions into a separate entity and will
have no legal or constructive obligation to pay further amounts. The
Company makes specified monthly contributions towards Government
administered provident fund scheme. Obligations for contributions to
defined contribution plans are recognized as an employee benefit
expense in the Statement of Profit or Loss in the periods during which
the related services are rendered by employees. Prepaid contributions
are recognized as an asset to the extent that a cash refund or a
reduction in future payments is available.

Defined benefit plans
A defined benefit plan is a post-employment benefit plan other than a
defined contribution plan.

For defined benefit plans in the form of gratuity fund, the cost of
providing benefits is determined using the projected unit credit method,
with actuarial valuations being carried out at the end of each annual
reporting period. The contributions made to the fund are recognized as
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1.9

plan assets. The defined benefit obligation as reduced by fair value of
plan assets is recognized on the Balance Sheet.

When the calculation results in a potential asset for the Company, the
recognized asset is limited to the present value of economic benefits
available in the form of any future refunds from the plan or reductions
in future contributions to the plan (‘the asset ceiling’). In order to
calculate the present value of economic benefits, consideration is given
to any minimum funding requirements.

Remeasurements of the net defined benefit liability, which comprise
actuarial gains and losses, the return on plan assets (excluding interest)
and the effect of the asset ceiling (if any, excluding interest), are
recognized in OCI.

The Company determines the net interest expense (income) on the net
defined benefit liability (asset) for the period by applying the discount
rate used to measure the defined benefit obligation at the beginning of
the annual period to the then-net defined benefit liability (asset), taking
into account any changes in the net defined benefit liability (asset)
during the period as a result of contributions and benefit payments. Net
interest expense and other expenses related to defined benefit plans
are recognized in the Statement of Profit or Loss.

When the benefits of a plan are changed or when a plan is curtailed,
the resulting change in benefit that relates to past service (‘past service
cost’ or ‘past service gain’) or the gain or loss on curtailment is
recognized immediately in the Statement of Profit or Loss. The
Company recognizes gains and losses on the settlement of a defined
benefit plan when the settlement occurs.

Other long-term employee benefits

Compensated absences which are not expected to occur within twelve
months after the end of the period in which the employee renders
related service are recognized as a liability at the present value of the
obligation as at the Balance Sheet date less fair value of the plan assets
out of which the obligations are expected to be settled. The cost of
providing benefits is measured on the basis of an annual independent
actuarial valuation using the projected unit credit method.
Remeasurements gains or losses are recognised in the Statement of
Profit or Loss in the period in which they arise.

Income Taxes

Income tax comprises current and deferred tax. It is recognised in the
Statement of Profit or Loss except to the extent that it relates to a
business combination or to an item recognised directly in equity or in
other comprehensive income.

Current tax

Current tax comprises the expected tax payable or receivable on the
taxable income or loss for the year and any adjustment to the tax
payable or receivable in respect of previous years. The amount of
current tax reflects the best estimate of the tax amount expected to be
paid or received after considering the uncertainty, if any, related to
income taxes. It is measured using tax rates (and tax laws) enacted or
substantively enacted by the reporting date.

Current tax assets and current tax liabilities are offset only if there is a
legally enforceable right to set off the recognized amounts, and it is
intended to realize the asset and settle the liability on a net basis or
simultaneously.

Deferred tax

Deferred tax is recognized in respect of temporary differences between
the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities for financial reporting
purposes and the corresponding amounts used for taxation purposes.
Deferred tax is also recognized in respect of carried forward tax losses
and tax credits. Deferred tax assets are recognized to the extent that it
is probable that future taxable profits will be available against which
they can be used.

Deferred tax assets — unrecognized or recognized, are reviewed at each
reporting date and are recognized/ reduced to the extent that it is
probable/ no longer probable respectively that the related tax benefit
will be realized.

Deferred tax is measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply to
the period when the asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on
the laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the
reporting date. The measurement of deferred tax reflects the tax
consequences that would follow from the manner in which the
Company expects, at the reporting date, to recover or settle the carrying
amount of its assets and liabilities.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset if there is a legally
enforceable right to offset current tax liabilities and assets, and they
relate to income taxes levied by the same tax authority on the same
taxable entity, or on different tax entities, but they intend to settle
current tax liabilities and assets on a net basis or their tax assets and
liabilities will be realised simultaneously.

Current and deferred taxes are recognized in the Statement of Profit or
Loss, except when they relate to items that are recognized in other
comprehensive income or directly in equity, in which case, the current
and deferred taxes are also recognized in other comprehensive income
or directly in equity respectively.

Provisions, Contingent liabilities and Contingent assets

A provision is recognised if, as a result of a past event, the Company has
a present legal or constructive obligation that can be estimated reliably,
and it is probable that an outflow of economic benefits will be required
to settle the obligation. The amount recognized as a provision is the
best estimate of the consideration required to settle the present
obligation at the balance sheet date, taking into account the risks and
uncertainties surrounding the obligation.

If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are
determined by discounting the expected future cash flows at a pre-tax
rate that reflects current market assessment of the time value of money
and risks specific to the liability. When discounted, the increase in
provision due to the passage of time is recognized as finance cost.

Contingent liabilities are possible obligations that arise from past events
and whose existence will only be confirmed by the occurrence or non-
occurrence of one or more future events not wholly within the control
of the entity. Where it is not probable that an outflow of economic
benefits will be required, or the amount cannot be estimated reliably,
the obligation is disclosed as a contingent liability, unless the
probability of outflow of economic benefits is remote. Contingent assets
are disclosed where an inflow of economic benefit is probable.

Segment reporting

Earnings per share

At commencement or on modification of a contract that contains a
lease component, the Company allocates the consideration in the
contract to each lease component on the basis of its relative stand-alone
prices.

The Company recognises a right-of-use asset and a lease liability at the
lease commencement date. The right-of-use asset is initially measured
at cost, which comprises the initial amount of the lease liability
adjusted for any lease payments made at or before the commencement
date, plus any initial direct costs incurred and an estimate of costs to
dismantle and remove the underlying asset or to restore the underlying
asset or the site on which it is located, less any lease incentives
received.

The right-of-use asset is subsequently depreciated using the straight-
line method from the commencement date to the end of the lease term,
unless the lease transfers ownership of the underlying asset to the
Company by the end of the lease term or the cost of the right-of-use
asset reflects that the Company will exercise a purchase option. In that
case the right-of-use asset will be depreciated over the useful life of the
underlying asset, which is determined on the same basis as those of
property and equipment.

Distribution Cost
Portfolio Management Services

the distributors and has the right of recovery of such commission under
pre-defined circumstances (which includes investor exit up-to the
"commitment period" as per the respective agreement entered with
investor). On this account, an asset (prepaid expenses) is recognised at
the time of actual payment or becoming due for payment and charged
evenly to the Statement of Profit and Loss over the commitment period
of the respective investor.

Alternate Investment Fund Services

Foreign currency transactions

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated into the respective
functional currencies of the Company at the exchange rates at the dates
of the transactions or an average rate if the average rate approximates
the actual rate at the date of the transaction.

Borrowing cost

Borrowing costs are interest and other costs (including exchange
differences relating to foreign currency borrowings to the extent that
they are regarded as an adjustment to interest costs) incurred in
connection with the borrowing of fund. Borrowing costs directly
attributable to acquisition or construction of an asset which necessarily
take a substantial period to get ready for their intended use are
capitalized as part of the cost of that asset.

The Company's Board of Directors has overall responsibility for the establishment and oversight of the Company's risk management framework. The Company's business activities
are exposed to a variety of financial risks, namely liquidity risk, credit risk. Risk management policies have been established to identify and analyse the risks faced by the Company,
to set and monitor appropriate risk limits and controls, periodically review and reflect the changes in the policy accordingly.
The Company's Audit Committee oversees how management monitors compliance with the risk management policies and procedures, and reviews the adequacy of the risk
management framework in relation to the risks faced by the Company. The Audit Committee is assisted in its oversight role by internal audit. Internal audit undertakes review of
risk management controls and procedures and the results of the same are reported to the Audit Committee.
I. Credit Risk:
Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Company if a customer or counterparty to a financial instruments fails to meet its contractual obligations, and arises principally from
the Company's receivables from customers and cash and cash equivalents. The carrying amounts of financial assets represent the maximum credit risk exposure. Credit risk
encompasses both the direct risk of default and the risk of deterioration of credit worthiness as well as concentration risk.
a) Loans and Advances
